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Do | need to have a gaming permit for a raffle, bingo or lottery?

e Yes! You will need a gaming license for all raffles/bingos/lotteries etc. For more information
please visit the Province of British Columbia’s acquiring a gaming license page. These licenses
can take a while to process, so start applying as soon as you can to avoid potential problems.

| am serving alcohol at my event do | need a permit?

e Yes, 100%. You will need to apply for a permit if the event venue does not already have a liquor
license/permit or requires you to have your own. Please visit the Province of British Columbia’s
Liguor Control & Licensing Branch page for detailed information.

Will all donors receive a charitable tax receipt?

e Tax receipts will be issued in accordance with Canada Revenue Agency guidelines. Please note
that not all funds raised qualify for a tax receipt. We ask that you do not promise event
attendees or participants that they will receive tax receipts unless approved by the Foundation.

Children’s Health Foundation of Vancouver Island cannot issue receipts for the following:

Draw/raffle tickets
Event admission tickets

e Registration fees

Live/silent auction purchases
Personal, professional or legal services provided/donated
